Unless the maintenance programriyéhg]esibsti-
tute green buttonwoods. No landscaping in front of Calusa Preserve. Let the preserved strip of scrub be the landscape feature

For the Gateway Monument Sign, use Sabal Palm, Saw Palmetto, Coco Plum, Beauty Berry, Coral Bean, and Muhly Gras.
