Alva Density Increase on  
LPA Agenda 

Date: Monday, September 29, 8:30 am. 
Place: Southwest Florida Regional Planning 

Council Building, 1926 Victoria Avenue, 
Fort Myers. 

The Local Planning Agency (LPA) will hear Bonita 
Bay’s request to increase density from 997 homes to 
2,500 homes on their North River Village property at 
the September 29th meeting. The recommendations of 
the LPA will be forwarded to the Board of County 
Commissioners. In addition to the request for 2,500-
home density, the proposal calls for 150,000 square 
feet of commercial space, buildings up to 85 feet in height and the commercialization of the 
“Inner Islands” on the Caloosahatchee River. Please plan to attend the hearing and express 

your opposition. When you enter, fill out a card 
in order to speak. 
Alva Inc.’s position is, while we welcome new 
neighbors, planning should be within the Lee Plan 
density allocated to the property (997 units). 
Concerns expressed by the community include: 

 Degradation of the Alva rural lifestyle 

 Addition of significant traffic and congestion 
           to exterior roads 

 Additional tax burden on residents 

 Impact on water resources 

 Urban sprawl as opposed to smart growth
