The 2,500-Home North River Village proposal has been withdrawn by the Bonita
Bay Group who further stated their intent to re-convey ownership of the assembled
properties to the original owners. In addition to overwhelming community opposition,
the Lee planning staff and the Local Planning Agency had recommended to the
BOCC against this proposal. It was withdrawn shortly before the scheduled BOCC
hearing.
BOCC Continues Babcock Road Proposal Hearing to October 28th. The Babcock group

direct to I-75/US 41. The LPA also recommended against this proposal, citing cost to
Lee taxpayers and commitments made in the Lee Plan to preserve our rural areas.
Strong community opposition was again demonstrated at the Sept. 23rd BOCC hear-
ing, which was continued to October 28th. Subsequently, Mr. Kitson met with commu-
nity leaders and stated his support and encouragement for removal of the specific Lee County road improve-
ments from the proposal, thereby not predisposing the outcome of a bi-county process with community input
to arrive at a transportation solution. This will be an agenda item for the October 12th Alva Inc Meeting.
